Introduction 
● Established in 1995 as an independent college, the University College of Ajou University is a dynamic college that boasts a flexible curriculum designed to keep pace with historical demands and produce competent professionals of good character. The University College was ranked 6th in the national college assessment in the general education sector in 2001 and is now planning to offer diverse educational programs to fulfill its mission of shaping the future of Korea. 
The University College of Ajou University aims to prepare students to become talented professionals that are recognized by society as being people with good character and competency, rather than simply teaching knowledge to meet the credit requirements. It also focuses on cultivating student competence as well-rounded leaders by having students take various courses in the humanities in addition to the courses in their major areas.
To fulfill this educational goal, the University College of Ajou University is preparing a new curriculum for the production of intellectuals with a rational mindset, professionals with a wide range of cultural backgrounds, cultured professionals, cooperative leaders with a sense of community and experts with a creative and challenge ready spirit. 
With the introduction of diverse and flexible educational programs and the expansion of its liberal arts educational programs, the University College is committed to cultivating the talented professionals demanded by society. 
Course Description 
General English 
ENG111 Speaking and Writing in English
This course satisfies one half of the basic English requirements for all undergraduate students. Focusing on the productive skills, speaking and writing, this course aims to help students improve their overall fluency in English communication. Speaking lessons include pair work, small group discussions, and task-based communicative activities. Writing lessons focus on effective paragraph-writing skills.

ENG110 Advanced Speaking and Writing in English
This course satisfies one half of the basic English requirement for all undergraduate students. Focusing on the productive skills, speaking and writing, the primary objective of this course is to help students improve their overall fluency in English communication.
The class plan will include task-based communicative activities involving both speaking and writing. By the end of the semester, students will have learned how to produce a basic (short) academic essay in English.

ENG112 Listening and Reading in English
The primary goal of this course is to provide students with the opportunity to improve their reading and listening skills in English. The course helps students acquire a high English proficiency, which is a prerequisite nowadays for survival in the increasingly competitive global village. Students can also increase their awareness of North American and other cultures by reading articles on a wide range of significant contemporary issues.

Writing 
KOR101 Korean Writing

KOR101 Korean Writing
This course was designed to develop students’ writing skills by teaching, on a step by step basis, the fundamentals of academic writing. Students will learn to write short grammatical sentences, and eventually, academic essays that require creativity and logical thinking. Students will develop the capacity to perceive problems in their native language and how to solve them. 
AJOU101 College and Career 1

This course was designed for freshmen students to help guide their career choices and lead a well-organized college life. It introduces various careers in the fields of each college, the future of the major areas and the careers in each major area in a special lecture format. It also offers group interview-like sessions with supervisors to help each student lead a productive college life. In this course, students will be graded pass or fail without credit hours. 
Freshman Seminar

This course aims to help freshman students adjust to college classes and to develop close relationships with their professors. In this course, students will have seminars, fieldwork, special lectures and discussions on topics chosen by each professor. Students will be graded pass or fail in this one credit hour course.    

Humanities Courses in Each Area 
Humanities 1 
PHIL111 Formal Logic

Modern logic is interested primarily in the clear expression and verification of the validity of an argument, in the reasonable language of science, free from the ambiguity of everyday language. In this course, students will learn how everyday language is translated into signs; the rule of inference, which assesses the validity of a formalized argument; and algorism, which applies the rule of inference. This course will be useful for not only those students who study mathematic reasoning and computer science but for those who want to receive a training in logic.         
ENBS101 Creative Thinking Training

This course examines the theoretical and practical utility of creativity and sets about correcting the common misconception of creative thinking with an objective understanding of creativity. Students will study creative people to see how creativity is embodied in their everyday lives and seek ways to lead better lives based on their learning.    

PHIL112 Critical Thinking and Logic

This course will serve as a basis for critical, logical and scientific thinking, which is indispensible in modern times, by training students to think logically when making an argument or a judgment. Although formal logic is a discipline that focuses on the rule of inference, this course focuses on the semantic meanings of an argument and a judgment and builds the local and analytical capacity to understand and explain everyday matters or phenomena and assess the persuasiveness of other people’s explanations.  

PHIL113 Comparative Study of Value Theory―East and West

This course focuses on the classics of the East and the West, with the premise that the value theories of the East and the West, as the guidelines and principles of human behavior, cannot be reduced to some popular and polarized slogans. An understanding of the classics of the East and the West may be critical for us to create the behavioral norms of the future without being trapped in incendiary nationalism or the Oriental favoritism that is being led by a few intellectuals in Korean society. This course compares the value theory of the East with that of the West through some selected classics that reflect the views of the world and the religions of the two worlds. 
PHIL114 Philosophy of Sex

This course attempts to establish sound sexual morals and values in a multi-value society.  One of the most important philosophical questions may be what humans are like. There is no doubt that sex is an important part of human life. In this sense, any discussion on sex is an important philosophical inquiry. However, there have been few sex-related philosophical discourses available, and the question of love and sex has been regarded mainly as belonging to the realm of literature or art, which is perhaps rooted in the obsession that philosophy should be an academic discipline dealing with ontological issues in reasonable and logical ways. Nevertheless, would be a dereliction of duty if philosophy avoids issues like sex while attempting to explain human existence. This course examines human sex-related issues philosophically, with human dignity and value as its basis. In this course, we will ask ourselves why humans are dignified and what the criteria for valuable human behaviors and ideas are. With these questions as the basis, we will examine various philosophical documents on sex-related topics - sexual deviation, pornography, homosexuality, etc. - from historical perspectives and the associated arguments.    
PHIL115 World Religions and Philosophy
The expression “religious humans” is not applied just to the followers of specific religions. Nor does the world of religion exist independently of society or culture. Religion is the mirror of the culture of a society and a basic component of the culture. We humans tend to find meanings for human existence and identity a heaven, something indefinite or an ultimate being. The origin of the universe, the meaning of agony resulting from disease or death and the afterworld are some of the questions humans are interested in. Moreover, human endeavor to ask those questions and find answers to them is manifest in architecture, music, art, literature, science and philosophy. As a symbol and value system of a society, religion has exerted a powerful influence upon the members of such a society. This course will help students gain an insight into religion as a myth, belief system, symbol and ritual by examining its historical development and provide an opportunity to look back on ourselves and society. As religion has affected the formation of cultural identity, this course will enhance students’ knowledge of various cultures and societies through an understanding of their religions. 
PHIL116 Art and Philosophy

Intended as a study of art in everyday life, Art and Philosophy has been offered as a cyber course since 2001, and the syllabus has been revised considerably. This course, which used to be an introduction to the major concepts of traditional aesthetics and art philosophy through readings, now utilizes audio and visual media. It is recommended that students preview the lectures online before registering for this cyber course. 
PHIL118 Conflict and Morality
 
The nature of conflict in human relationships, like society, is bound to change both quantitatively and qualitatively. This course was designed to examine the various types of conflicts in modern Korean society, to develop new approaches to conflicts and establish the moral norms of behavior. The course briefly introduces the nature of the behavioral norms and their criteria from a philosophical point of view and focuses on various conflicts at a personal, communal and national level in discussions. Students will learn practical rather than theoretical knowledge in how to behave in a non-moral society based on the belief that morality is the basis for communicability. 

PHIL119 Introduction to Cognitive Science

Can we make a thinking machine? The scientific areas that have made the greatest strides in the 21st century are information science and bioscience. The development of these two fields provide the framework for any discussion on the invention of a thinking machine (artificial intelligence), which up until now has existed only in our imagination, and make it a serious academic inquiry. Cognitive science is a discipline that was created to address this very query. In this sense, cognitive science is an academic discipline that deals with what the mechanism of human cognition and mind (psychology) is, how the human mind is related to brain activity (neurophysiology and bioscience), whether the human mind is computational or mechanical (computer science and logic), how language acquires meanings and how we can explain ourselves (linguistics). This course provides a brief introduction to cognitive science and examines the ethical issues behind artificial intelligence by exploring the issues cognitive science and a thinking machine present.   
PHIL120 Science and Philosophy

The remarkable development of scientific technology has made us think that there is nothing we cannot explain and predict and thus there is nothing mysterious. If this is true then what is the role or duty of philosophy in modern society? This course revisits scientific technology philosophically, cognitively and ethically. To that end, it will examine the developmental history of science from its birth to cutting-edge modern science from philosophical and critical perspectives. Also, it will explore if we can just enjoy the benefits scientific technology offers without introspecting on the achievements of scientific technology and if there is a limit to scientific technology.  
Classics of Eastern Philosophy
 
This course focuses on reading the Book of Changes and the translation of the Theory of Yin-Yang Wu-Xing, the Chinese classical texts that have exerted a great influence on the mainstream Asian religions and philosophies, such as Taoism, Confucianism, Buddhism and Chou China’s Hundred Schools. Three Asian countries will provide the focus, i.e., Korea, China and Japan. This course will train students to understand the classics and express their own ideas logically.   
Classics of Western Philosophy 

This course was designed to introduce 14 major philosophers and their works, from the Middle Ages to modernity, and to discuss them. In this course, students will read the major works of Western philosophy and examine their background and influence on intellectual history so that they can build the capacity to think philosophically and express their own ideas through class discussions. 
HIST111 History of the Pre-modern Age (History of the Pre-modern Age) 

This course examines the ancient history of Greece and Rome as the cradle of Western civilization, with the aim of enhancing students’ understanding and knowledge of Western history and, further, world history. In this course, students will study the ancient Greek and Roman political systems as the origin of modern democracy from historical perspectives, and the roots of various phenomena of modern society, in order to develop critical insight into modern civilization. 
HIST112 Independence Movements of the World

One of the distinct aspects in the modern history of the world was the imperialistic expansion of Western powers and the independence movements by the colonized. Imperialism married to patriotism was accepted as a convincing slogan beyond the naïve economic and political meanings it carried. The control of Asian and African aborigines by Western powers, through racial supremacism, was a divine duty bestowed upon the Western powers and, at the same time, a benevolent act of enlightening primitive people. When the Western powers meticulously carried out their colonialist policy, the colonized reacted with fierce resistance. This course examines the British colonial policy and the anti-colonial movements in various countries, including India, which staged an exemplary independence movement. This will contrast with the independence movement in Korea during its tragic period under Japanese rule.  

HIST113 Survey of Modern History

Modern history presents two images. One is the image created by European points of view and the other by the world outside Europe. The former implies democracy from a political point of view, capitalism from an economic point of view and reason from a philosophical point of view, while the latter a given historical period. Despite such positive images, the modern age was never a rosy period, even in Europe. Modernity was characterized by adaptation and resistance against “Western modernity” and the process of defeat and conquest at a high price. Modernity is an ongoing process in some areas. Nevertheless, modernity transformed the conceptual world into a practical world and motivated various cultural units to seek reconciliation and coexistence. Non-European nations, which were forced to join the “European modern world” by Europe, found their identity and contributed to the formation of world history. This course surveys the formation and development of the modern world from such perspectives.     
HIST114 Official History and Civilian History in the Joseon Dynasty
 
History implies the past or records such. However, sorting the truth from the vast pool of information on the people or incidents of the past is a tricky proposition. Since there are so many diverse and often contradictory historical accounts of persons and events, we need to develop an approach to search for truth in historical documents. In this sense, it may be a rewarding experience to compare documented history with oral history and learn how to trace historical truths.    
HIST115 Korean History and the Development of Korean People

This course aims to help students systematically understand Korean history in terms of the development of Korean people and to examine how the national spirit was built in the process. Thus, how a sense of community was formed will be covered so that students can build their national identity as Korean people.  
HIST116 Korean Thought and Traditional Culture

The Bible says there is nothing new under the sun. A nation and its people gain vitality by creating new ideas based on tradition. The new ideas then become traditional and lay a foundation for other new ideas. This course examines how new ideas revive as traditions through conflict and reconciliation.   

HIST117 Cultural Evolution of the World

This course traces the history of various aspects of culture, such as religion, philosophy, literature, art and customs, and explores how Buddhism and Christianity have enlightened humans and developed as the leading religions in the East and the West, respectively. It also examines how Islam, which emerged under the influence of Christianity, developed into a global religion that is politically and economically powerful in a relatively short time, how Greek humanistic culture flourished in the Renaissance era and Western rationalism laid the foundation for modern civil society. 
The Silk Road meant more than simply a trade route that connected the East with the West. It created harmony between the East and the West, which is manifest in the birth of Gandhara art that incorporated elegant Greek art into Indian Buddhist art and influenced art in China and Korea, as well. In this course, students will examine the development of culture in the East and the West, in each historical period, to understand how it has influenced modern human society. 
HIST118 The Major Issues of 20th Century Civilization

This course revisits 20th century civilization as the basis for human life in modern times to gain an insight into our future in the 21st century. This lecture course analyzes 20th century phenomena in various areas, including politics, economy, society and culture. 
HIST119 Myths and History

Myths and legends are indispensible research areas related to ancient history and other areas that lack documented sources. This course analyzes various myths from human civilization from historical perspectives with the aim of broadening students’ insights into culture.   
Humanities 2
LIT111 Lecture on Oriental Classics

This course is an introduction to major Oriental classics, including Daodejing (The Way and its Power), Lun-yü (Analects) and Ta-hsüeh (Great Learning). In this course, students closely examine the industrialized and materialized modern era while appreciating Lao-tzu and Confucius.    

LIT112 Readings in Masterpieces and Criticism 

An understanding of the culture of the past gives an insight into the culture of the future. The culture of the past tends to come to us in the form of writing by those who were cultural leaders. The people who developed medieval East Asian culture documented their views of the world and values as well, as various cultural phenomena, in Chinese, the common literary language of East Asia. This course examines various historical accounts written in Chinese and explores the life, values and aesthetic values of the people of the past to gain an insight into cultural phenomena of the future.  

LIT113 Visual Journey through Literature 

A visit to the setting of a literary work can help students better understand the work and its author and boost students’ interest in literature. There are many ways to visit the places where literary works are set. Due to temporal and financial constraints, this course will take students to various places where literary works are set through photos and videos.
LIT114 Foreign Classic Literature

This course examines the historical background of 16th and 17th century Western literary classics - such as by Montaigne and Pascal to name two - that influenced the history of world as well as Western literature. The authors’ views of life and the world will also be studied.  
LIT115 Foreign Modern Literature

This course examines the forms and topics of a few selected literary works of various cultures. The significance is placed on literary history with the aim of understanding various cultures of the world. 

LIT116 Classical Korean Literature

This course exposes students to classical Korean literature written in Chinese. Students will read and appreciate some major works of classical Korean literature. 
LIT117 Modern Korean Literature

This course was designed to provide students with an understanding of the history of modern Korean literature as a whole by examining the developmental history of modern Korean literature and analyzing modern Korean literary works and their authors.

LIT118 Sexuality and Sensualism in World Literature (한국어 제목 “현대인의 사랑과 문학”과 영문제목이 맞지 않습니다.)

The notion that “literature is love” is almost true because love implies a diverse and complex human nature. It is quite natural that literature thrives on love as it is an emotion that sums up human nature as a whole. Love stimulates diverse human emotions, such as passion, fantasy, sympathy, sacrifice, patience and fear, which are intertwined with one another. In this course, students will analyze, feel and understand those emotions while reading world literature.  
LIT119 Language and Modern Culture

Scholars coined the word cultural semiology in an attempt to understand cultural phenomena through linguistic systems. This course aims to help students gain a fresh insight into modern culture by understanding the cultural functions of language and the interrelationships of various languages. The relationship between language and modern culture will also be analyzed.  
ART111 Popular Culture

Popular culture refers to the culture of a population. The term “popular culture” implies many historical meanings, but it is now an indispensible part of life as mass media has become the focal point of culture. This course is designed to give students a better understanding of humans by examining the social meanings of popular culture in terms of its production and consumption and national identity in popular culture. 
ART112 The World of Art

This course is designed to trace the historical development of art as a product of human spiritual culture and the influence of art in everyday life. In this course, students will learn to understand and appreciate paintings from ancient times to the present. 
ART113 The World of Theatre

This course traces the origin of theater, its developmental history and studies major works and writers in each genre and each period. Students will increase their understanding of the art of theater and gain knowledge in various aspects of theater as a performing art. 

ART114 The World of Cinema (한글 제목은 “음악의 세계”로 되어있고, 밑의 내용도 “음악의 세계”의 내용과 같습니다.) 

This course was designed to help students understand and appreciate music as an academic discipline. In this course, students will learn various musical elements and forms and the stylistic characteristics of Western classical music from each historical period. In addition, students will gain knowledge about the lives and works of great composers from each historical period.  
ART114 The World of Music 

This course was designed to help students understand and appreciate music as an academic discipline. In this course, students will learn various musical elements and forms and the stylistic characteristics of Western classical music from each historical period. In addition, students will gain knowledge about the lives and works of great composers from each historical period.  

ENG205 Popular English Novels 

This course was designed to improve students’ English proficiency through the reading of English novels and to help students better understand English-speaking culture/s. Accordingly, this course focuses more on understanding other cultures through novels rather than delving into the literary values of the novels that students read in class. 
ECO113 Joy of Economics 

Knowledge about economics is an indispensible part of our lives. This course provides students with an introduction to the basic concepts of economics so that they can better form their own opinions on economic problems. In this course, students will learn the basic economic theories and utilize said theories in the analysis of some everyday problems. 
Social Science 
BIZ111 Enterprise and Society

This course examines the effect of technological development on human life, since the agricultural revolution, and attempts to predict the effect of the development of information technology on human life, society and the construction environment. 

ECO111 Understanding the Korean Economy 

This course was designed to give students an understanding of the effect of monetary policy and the influence of currency on interest rates, employment, national income and consumer prices. In this course, students will categorize various macroscopic theories of monetary economics into the Keynesian, classical, neo-classical, monetary and new Keynesian theories and analyze them from empirical and positivistic perspectives. Students will also examine Korea’s monetary policies and their future directions. 

SCI114 Science Technology and Law

This course explores various legal issues related to scientific technology. Students will focus on legal issues associated with the recent development of bioscience and communication and information technology along with intellectual property law, which protects research achievements, and the legal system for the management of intellectual properties.  
LAW111 Modern Society and Law
This course provides an introduction to the legal procedure, from arbitration to filing a lawsuit, with concrete examples from the various areas. Designed for non-law students, this course addresses the legal questions and circumstances that arise in everyday life, with actual examples. Students will examine civil and criminal cases, redemption rights, labor issues and conflicts between labor and management and discuss solutions to the conflicts. 

POL111 Evolution of Modern Political Ideologies

This course aims to enable students to understand the political trends that have ushered in social and political changes since the modern era. This class examines the meaning of modernity and the issues of postmodernism (post globalization) in order to understand their influence on the present. Students will learn the concepts of various modern political trends, such as liberalism, social democracy, fascism, new liberalism, globalization, the third way, information culture, and the like, and the political and social backgrounds of those trends, rather than their philosophical contexts.  
POL112 Understanding North Korean Society

North Korea is the most important topic of interest in both scholarly and political areas in South Korea. An understanding of North Korea is a prerequisite for any discussion about the position of Korea in the 21st century. Most discourses on North Korea so far have revolved around the Cold War, a rather out-of-date perspective considering the historical trend of modern times to move toward a new world order, rather than military confrontation. This course focuses on understanding North Korean society in order to find new approaches to issues on North Korea. 

POL113 Issues and Tasks of Korean Politics 
 
This course examines the characteristics, problems and tasks facing Korean politics. It focuses on some theoretical aspects of Korean politics and its associated tasks, such as public policy, democratic development, democratic control of power, deliberative democracy, and the like. 
PSY111 Movies and Social Psychology

This course analyzes the social psychological factors and processes associated with social problems (school violence and bullying, facial impressions, prejudice and preconception, mass communication-motivated problems and fads, sex and love, the psychology of power and subordination, self-motivation, and collective action, etc.). Students will view videos related to various topics on social psychology and analyze these from social psychological perspectives. They will also create, present and analyze films in groups.  
SOC11 Mass Communication and Modern Society

This course focuses on the characteristics, phenomena and effects of mass communication as a key element in an information society, from theoretical and practical perspectives, to enable students to better understand mass media and utilize them effectively.  

SOC112 NGO & Local Civil Society

This course focuses on issues related to NGOs, based on the topics listed below: 

-An introduction to NGOs, in relation to local society, and their problems.
-NGOs in relation to local societies and universities.
-An understanding of the basic concept of a civil society. 
-Local community development in relation to a civil society.
-NGOs and on-site experience of local problems. 

-A study of the Gyeonggi and Suwon areas and other areas as examples.
-NGOs in the 21st century and the importance of localization.
-Enhancement of public awareness in a civil society.
SOC113 Current Issues in Korean Society

This course examines present day Korean society and the various social problems it faces in order to give students an insight into Korean society in the future. 

SOC114 Mental Health in Modern Life

This course focuses on how people can lead more productive lives by overcoming various problems. It deals with how to cope with stress, understand oneself and others for mental health, and communicate with others and maintain smooth interpersonal relationships. This course also explores the psychological mechanism of love and surveys various physiological and psychological theories of love. 

SOC115 The Environment and Society

Humans and the environment are inseparable as the environment is the foundation to our lives and existence. However, we have damaged and consumed the environment without much thought and caused incredible air and water pollution and climate change. Environmental changes are now threatening human survival and we do not have any choice but to come up with ideas to overcome the environmental problems. This course is designed to identify the environmental problems we now face and to seek their solutions. 
SOC116 Sexuality and Intimate Relations in Contemporary Society
This course explores when sexuality and love emerged as major social issues and why they are important in contemporary society. It examines various types of love and the origin of the concept of “pure” or “romantic” love, along with marriage, divorce and alternatives to marriage. In this course, students will study various topics related to sexuality and love and the relationship between sexual identity, social stereotypes and sexual ideals in film (and furthermore the visual presentations of sexuality in popular culture) by analyzing sexuality-related films in terms of the nature of the sexual object and gaze. Students will also explore the denoting of a voyeuristic object and voyeur in film from psychological and psychoanalytic perspectives. By tracing changes in the film rating system, students will examine various cinematic expressions in sexuality-related films rated romantic, erotic, or pornographic and the processes by which these cinematic expressions were contested and negotiated according to the ethical, moral and value systems of a given era.  
ENBS100 Engineering Technology and Management

This course enables engineering technology majors to gain knowledge in business operations and management in preparation for their future careers. In this course, students will learn the basics behind technology management, organization theory and leadership, organization theory, leadership, research and development of technology and products, production and quality control, marketing and logistics management, cost and financial management, strategy for globalization, technology innovation, etc.  

WS101 Psychology of Women (한글제목: 여성학) 

This course aims to analyze our social system and culture and find practical ways to create a society with sexual equality from a woman’s point of view. In this course, students will be introduced to women’s studies and examine the various problems women encounter in their everyday lives in order to find solutions to them. 
Natural Science 
BIO111 Principle of Life

Modern biology is developing rapidly, and the 21st century is referred to as the era of bioscience. This course discuses various aspects of life, such as the nature and phenomena of life, and the mechanism of life phenomena. Unlike the introductory biology courses, this course focuses mainly on general and topical issues and encourages students to relate their knowledge to biological and social issues.  

BTE111 Food and Health

This course covers the basic elements of food, such as carbohydrates, fats and proteins, and their types, properties and catabolism in our body. The effect of special elements, such as taste compounds, vitamins, minerals and bio-stimulators, will also be examined. Students will learn how various elements in food change during food processing and how diet is related to geriatric diseases, such as cancer and aging. They will also explore the development of new functional foods and the requisites of future foods.  

CHHE111 Foundation of Matter

This course examines the structure of atoms and molecules, the major components of physical matter, and the process of their development. Students will learn the principles of chemical changes by understanding molecules, the basic unit of matter, and developments in chemistry have affected human history and life. Also, students will examine how chemical changes have affected nature and the environment and how molecular phenomena, such as macromolecules, biomolecules and molecular assembly, have affected society, culture and the economy. 
ENV111 The Environment and Humans
This course helps students understand the diverse environmental issues that have emerged as the major topics of interest by examining the causes of the environmental problems of each sector and their solutions. Students will discuss human responsibility pertaining to the environment. 
MATH111 Statistics and the World We Live in

This course aims to enable students to understand the basic principles of statistics and to apply them to the solution of various practical problems. In this course, students will learn basic statistical concepts, such as the binomial, poisson and normal distributions, and the rules of probability, such as Laplace’s equation and the central limit theorem. 

MATH112 Wonder of Numbers

This course covers basic mathematical concepts, the development of mathematics and its philosophical background. It examines how various mathematical areas, such as differential geometry, algebra, mathematical analysis and topology, have developed. Students will learn that mathematics is not simple brunt calculation but an important part of modern culture and the philosophical background of modern civilization. 

PHYS111 Introduction to Modern Physics

This course examines how physics, the scientific discipline with the longest history, has explored natural phenomena and expanded its realm of research, and where modern physics stands now and how it has affected human thinking and way of life. In this course, students will study the characteristics of science in ancient times and the Middle Ages and explore the first scientific revolution led by Copernicus and Newton and the history of modern physics. Students will also learn how our concept of the universe and nature has expanded since the birth of modern physics, dubbed the “second scientific revolution” by Einstein and Planck, in the early 20th century, and how various concepts of modern physics have been applied to engineering and what roles physics will play in future science.  
PSY112 Mystique of the Human Brain

This course teaches students about the relationship between the human brain and human behavior. It surveys the recent research and theories related to the basic structure and functions of the human brain. It also examines how everyday human behavior (learning, memory, emotion, consciousness, mental life, etc.) is regulated by the nervous system. This course provides students majoring in psychology with the preliminary knowledge required to take physiological psychology courses as well as giving them the opportunity to explore the relationship between human behavior and the human mind from a physiological perspective.   

Energy and Society 

This course aims to explore the influence of the environmental pollution caused by energy sources, on society as a whole, by teaching students the basic concepts of energy in terms of its sources, conversion, types and supply and the air pollution caused by energy consumption, along with global warming and climatic change. Students will gain a working knowledge of the various types and characteristics of energy sources, energy conversion and the influence of energy conversion on the environment, energy supply in Korea and the world and the solutions to the problems caused by energy consumption.   

SCI111 Scientific and Technological Civilization 

This course aims to enable students to understand the nature and significance of scientific technology so that they can gain the knowledge they need to focus on their major areas and look into the future from a macroscopic perspective. Students will learn the importance of the scientific mindset as a prerequisite for modern academic research and will survey various studies on the history of scientific technology, technological innovation, case studies, technological division and specialization and convergence, with the particular emphasis on the venture industry and the industrial trends in the development of cutting-edge technology and the related policies at home and abroad. 
SCI112 History of Science

This course traces the history of science from Aristotle of ancient Greece and his teaching of scientific research methodology to Babylonian astronomy and modern space development; from Hippocratic medicine to the structure of nucleic acids. In this course, students will learn not only the tangible results and methodologies of scientific research but the fact that scientific development is the outcome of passionate scientists who often had to engage in fierce polemics. Students will also understand the significant effect science has had on society and will develop their capacity to build humanistic views of science by examining the ethical dilemmas posed by scientific development and the various issues we encounter. 

SCI113 Technological Development and Society (BIZ111 기업과 사회 Enterprise and Society 과 같은내용이지만 제목과 과목코드가 다릅니다.)

This course examines the effect of technological development on human life, since the agricultural revolution, and attempts to predict the effect of the development of information technology on human life, society and construction environment. 

PHYS112 Wonders of the Physical World

This course aims to enable students to understand the logic of “inorganic nature,” as well as “biological nature,” as the legitimacy of natural phenomena. It focuses on a quantitative approach to natural phenomena and the expression of the laws of nature in mathematical language, thus exploring the causality of the logic of nature. 
BET101 Bio-Nanotechnology and Society

Nanobiotechnology, which integrates nanotechnology and biotechnology, is a new-concept technology that is making considerable waves in society. This course examines the impact of nanochemical technology and biotechnology on society. The topics covered in this course include genetically modified organisms, stem cells, external fertilization, gene therapy, food safety, biological diversity, environmental improvement through organisms, bioterror, artificial internal organs, nanotechnology and the environment, nanotechnology and semiconductors, nanotechnology and energy and nanotechnology and biochips, from a present and future oriented perspective. 
Basic (Science) Courses 
MATH102 Calculus 1

This course focuses on some of important calculus issues that were not included in the high school curriculum, thus preparing students to take mathematics courses and major courses. 
MATH103 Calculus 2

This course is the second course of the Calculus sequence and covers the expansion of the functions with one variable into functions of multiple variables through a vector. 

Mathematics LAB 1 

The best way to understand abstract mathematical concepts is to solve many problems with the help of computer programs. This course aims to enable students to better understand Mathematics 1, a course offered to the freshman engineering students. Students will learn various mathematical concepts to enhance their capacity to solve problems by utilizing the mathematical software Maple.  

MATH205 Engineering Mathematics A

This course teaches basic mathematics to students majoring in science and engineering. Students will learn modeling with ordinary differential equations, solutions to ordinary differential equations and the basic theories of linear algebra.  

MATH206 Engineering Mathematics B

This course teaches basic mathematics to students majoring in engineering. Students will learn the basic theories of partial differential equations and the functions of complex variables. 

MATH206 Engineering Mathematics C

This course covers basic statistical, probability and numerical solution concepts. The topics covered in this course include: 

Probability and statistics: random variables and distributions, discrete distributions, continuous distributions, joint distributions, sampling distribution point estimations, interval estimations, and testing hypotheses. 

Numerical solutions: solution of equations by iteration, interpolation, spline, numerical methods in linear algebra, Gauss elimination, the method of least squares, eigenvalues, and the power method. 

MATH206 Engineering Mathematics D

This course focuses on linear algebra, numerical recipes and numerical linear algebra. The topics covered in this course include:

Linear algebra: basic linear algebra, including Gaussian elimination, the dimension theorem, eigenvalues, vector and spectral theory.

Numerical recipes: Newton’s method for quadratic formulae and polynomial and spline interpolation.
Numerical linear algebra: LU-decomposition and Gauss-Seidel iteration and the power methods for eigevalue problems. 
PHYS113 Physics 1

As physics is the academic discipline that lays the foundation for natural science and engineering, Physics 1 and 2 are required courses for natural science and engineering students. Physics 1 focuses on dynamics and Physics 2 electromagnetic phenomena. Students will learn some of the basic concepts of physics, such as motion, force, momentum, linear momentum, rotator motion, oscillation and wave motion in class and translate their knowledge into practice in the physics lab course. While this course includes some topics that are taught in high school physics classes, it explores the topics and natural phenomena at deeper levels by applying calculus to physics in a limited way.  
PHYS114 Physics Lab 1

This course trains students to apply their knowledge of the principles of physics, such as dynamics, to experimental scenarios and write proficient lab reports. As physics is the basis for research in natural science and engineering, a solid understanding of physics is critical for the study of engineering, natural science and medicine. 
CHEM112 General Chemistry 1

Chemistry is the academic discipline closely related to everyday life and encompasses a wide and diverse range of topics. This course examines the natural concept of general chemistry for a semester. Some of the topics covered in this course include atoms and molecules and their nature and structure, stoichiometry, the state of matter, energy in chemical reactions, classical and quantum chemical bonds, the interactions between molecules, acids and bases, oxidation and reduction, nuclear chemistry, and the like.  
CHEM115 General Chemistry Lab 1

This course aims to enhance students’ capacity to understand basic chemical phenomena through experiments. The topics covered in this course include basic measurements, amount of a substance, acid-base titration, chemical cells, equilibrium constants, the chemistry of aluminum, vitamin C analysis, the synthesis of nylon, and the like.  

BIO112 Biology 1

This course was designed for freshman engineering students to gain general bioscience knowledge. It teaches some basic biological concepts, such as cells (the basic unit of organisms), the physiochemical nature and types of polymer, the kinetics of energy metabolism, the basic principles of heredity, introductory knowledge of genetic engineering, the structure and physiology of the nerve and basic knowledge of biological immunity and the material cycles. 
BIO113 Biology Lab 1

This course teaches biology through experiments with living organisms. Students will learn how to manipulate a microscope, separate chromosomes and manipulate genes and analyze and interpret experiment data. 

PHYS115 Physics 2
In this second course in the Physics sequence, students will learn basic electromagnetic and optical knowledge as a basis for the next-generation of cutting-edge scientific technology. They will also develop their capacity to solve problems. 

PHYS116 Physics Lab 2

In this second course in the Physics Lab sequence, students will develop their capacity to apply their knowledge of the principles of physics, such as electromagnetism, to experimental scenarios and to write proficient lab reports.  

CHEM113 General Chemistry 2

Designed for those students who have completed General Chemistry 1, this course focuses on microscopic chemical phenomena and covers electrochemistry, reaction kinetics, nuclear chemistry, quantum mechanics, the structure of atoms, defect chemistry, molecular spectrochemistry, coordination complexes and organic chemistry.   

CHEM116 General Chemistry Lab 2

This course examines basic chemical phenomena in more detail. The topics covered in this course include the amount of a substance, reaction kinetics, properties and structural characterization of a complex salt, TLC, gas chromatography (GC), photoreduction reactions of benzo phenols, sulfur compounds and flame retardants. 
BIO102 Biology 2

Designed for those students who have completed Biology 1, this course covers the basic concepts of biology and the various physiological phenomena and mechanisms found in plants and animals. The topics covered in this course include plant growth and structure, transportational mechanisms, control and reaction, animal movement, the nervous system, homeostatic regulation, hormonal regulation, digestion and nutrition, circulation, immunity, reproduction and production. 

BIO103 Biology Lab 2

This course teaches biology through experiments with living organisms. As this course is offered to natural sciences students, the lab experiments focus on the topics that apply to the basic natural science fields. 

PHYS119 Introductory Physics

Designed for the engineering student to whom physics is not an essential part of the curriculum, this course presents an overview of physics and focuses on basic concepts, such as dynamics and electromagnetism, and the topics that can help engineering majors better understand natural phenomena.
PHYS118 Introductory Physics Lab

Please refer to the course description for Physics Lab 1.

CHEM111 Chemistry
Designed for the engineering student whom does not major in chemistry, this course deals with basic theories in chemistry. Prior knowledge of chemistry is not required. 

CHEM114 Chemistry Lab

Chemistry is the academic discipline closely related to everyday life and encompasses a wide and diverse range of topics. This course deals with the most important issues of general chemistry and the concepts that serve as a basis for an understanding of modern chemistry. The topics covered in this course include stoichiometry, the state of matter, chemical equilibrium, chemical complexes, and the like. 
BIO111 Life Science

This course is an introductory course in biology for freshman natural sciences students. The topics covered in this course range from the basic concepts of living organisms, such as physiology, heredity and diversity, to the latest information on biology. 

BIO114 Life Science Lab

This course teaches biology through experiments with living organisms. Students will learn how to manipulate a microscope, separate chromosomes and manipulate genes and analyze and interpret experiment data. 

 Required Courses for Undergraduate Students 
The following liberal arts courses are required for all students majoring in the following fields. Other major students are not required to take these courses. 

*The majors that require the courses are mechanical engineering, industrial and information systems engineering, chemical engineering, materials science and engineering, applied chemistry and biological engineering, environmental engineering, civil systems engineering, transportation systems engineering, information and computer engineering, natural sciences, business administration, e-business, banking engineering, humanities, nursing, and liberal studies.
CAJ0111 Career Roadmap & Foreign Language Proficiency 1
 
As systematic career planning and fluency in foreign languages are important, this course aims to help students develop a career plan and improve their foreign language skills through online TOEIC training. Students will explore career options that match their interests. Students will create a detailed career roadmap that will take them to future success. The weekly online TOEIC class will help students to improve their TOEIC scores and prepare for the “language certificate for graduation.”
CAJ0112 Career Roadmap & Foreign Language Proficiency 2
 
This course aims to provide freshman students with an opportunity to set their career goals and plans for their future success and obtain the TOEIC score that meets the requirement for the “language certificate for graduation.” Students will explore the career options available to them based on their personal qualifications (i.e., GPA, foreign language (English) test score, certificates, proficiency in Chinese characters, volunteering experience, internship, awards, student clubs, projects, overseas training, etc.). The weekly online TOEIC class will help students to improve their TOEIC scores and prepare for the “language certificate for graduation.”
Elective Liberal Arts Courses 
ENG201 Current Events in English Publications
This course trains students to improve their English comprehension skills by reading articles on topical issues featured in English periodicals and discussing them. Students will read articles longer than newspaper articles. As the readings may require some prior knowledge of topical issues, this course is recommended to students at the junior level or higher. 

ENG212 English Proficiency in Structure and Writing
This is an elective course for all kinds of majors. This course is designed to help students develop English proficiency in structure and writing. Students will study diverse strategies for enhancing their understanding of English structure and ability to write English essays. This purpose will be achieved by giving the students many practical tests in structure and writing. Additionally, English proficiency in Structure and Writing includes test-taking strategies, analysis of structure and writing questions and information about English proficiency tests, such as TOEFL and TOEIC.

ENG213 English Reading and Listening
This is an elective course for all kinds of majors. This course is designed to help students develop English proficiency in structure and writing. The students will study diverse strategies for enhancing their understanding of English structure and ability to write English essays. This purpose will be achieved by giving the students many practical tests in structure and writing. Additionally, English proficiency in Structure and Writing includes test-taking strategies, analysis of structure and writing questions, and information about English proficiency tests, such as TOEFL and TOEIC.

ENG204 Practical English Grammar

This course focuses on enhancing students’ reading, listening, vocabulary and grammar. Students will practice English grammar by solving exercises and enhance their listening skill by utilizing audio-visual multimedia facilities. 
OLT101 Overseas Intensive Language Training 1

CENG401 Practical English 1

As one of the two alternative courses (Practical English 1 and 2) offered to the students who failed to receive the required scores in the certified English exams, this course aims to improve students’ skills in reading and discussing in English. Students will read English texts on various social phenomena in British or American culture and make a presentation for further discussion. They will learn the practical vocabulary and expressions necessary for communication in English and practice English “speaking,” which is indispensible for employment and a creditable work performance. 
CENG402 Practical English 2

As one of the two alternative courses (Practical English 1 and 2) offered to the students who failed to receive the required scores in the certified English exams, this course aims to improve students’ English speaking and writing skills in preparation for the TOEIC Speaking and Writing Tests and their future career. 

Second Foreign Language 
FREN101 French 1 (인문대학에는 불어코드가 FRE로 되어 있습니다.) 

This is an introductory course covering French grammar and pronunciation. Open to students who have no prior knowledge of the French language, this course focuses on practical French conversation by utilizing audio-visual teaching materials so that students can learn French in a stimulating environment. 

FREN102 French 2

This course focuses mainly on practical French conversation. It is open to all students, whether they have taken courses in French or not. 

FREN203 Travel French 

Open to the students who have either completed “French 1” and “French 2” or other equivalent courses, this course covers practical French conversation as might be used at airports, train stations, cafes and markets in France. A basic knowledge of France is also covered, thus allowing students to travel freely in France. 
FREN204 French through Film 

Open to students who have either completed “French 1” and “French 2” or other equivalent courses, this course focuses on everyday French and French culture as depicted in French movies. 

GER101 German 1

This course covers basic reading, listening, speaking and writing in German. 

GER102 German 2

Please refer to the course description for German 1. 

Deutsche Lieder und Deutsch 


Germany has played a critical role in the development of Western classical music. Many great composers, such as Mozart, Beethoven and Schubert, were active in Germany, and many German songs have been translated and sung in Korea. This course covers basic German by utilizing well-known German songs. 
Deutsch fur Reise 


This course covers the practical German that students could utilize when traveling across Germany and visiting famous tourist spots, such as museums, cathedrals, and the houses where famous German writers, such as Goethe, Thomas Mann, Hermann Hesse, were born.  

CHI101 Chinese 1
This is an introductory course in Chinese. It focuses on basic Chinese conversation, along with a basic knowledge of China and its culture. Students will learn basic Chinese vocabulary, grammar and simple expressions. 

CHI102 Chinese 2

This course covers Chinese conversation and reading at a level higher than Chinese 1. 

CHI201 Chinese 3

This is an intermediate Chinese course designed for students who have completed the Chinese 1 and 2 courses. A higher level of reading and speaking in Chinese is covered. 

CHI202 Chinese 4

This is an intermediate Chinese course designed for students who have completed the Chinese 1 and 2 courses. A higher level of reading and speaking in Chinese is covered. Diverse teaching materials and methodologies are employed. 

JAP101 Japanese 1

As an introductory course in Japanese, this course was designed to enable students to learn diverse Japanese phrases and expressions and to utilize them when reading and speaking Japanese. 
JAP102 Japanese 2

As a follow-up of the introductory Japanese 1 course, Japanese 2 was designed to enable students to learn more complex Japanese phrases and expressions and to utilize them when reading and speaking Japanese. 

JAP204 Japanese Reading

This course aims to train students to read Japanese by utilizing their knowledge of basic Japanese grammar, vocabulary, expressions and understanding of Japanese culture, customs and society in the reading of Japanese texts. The students who complete this course will be at a level of Japanese proficiency equivalent to level 3 or 4 of the Japanese language proficiency tests. 
JAP202 Advanced Japanese

This course aims to enhance students’ skills in Japanese to level 2 or 1 of the Japanese language proficiency test. This will be done through the reading of Japanese texts on various topics, such as literature (poetry, essays, novels, plays, etc.), science, the economy and social issues. 
JAP203 Japanese Conversation

This course helps students enhance their speaking and listening in Japanese by utilizing the knowledge of Japanese grammar and vocabulary they learned in the Japanese 1 and 2 courses. Taught by a native-speaking professor, this course focuses on the unique characteristics of Japanese by comparing the various types of the Japanese language, such as women’s Japanese in comparison to men’s, written Japanese with spoken Japanese and formal Japanese with informal Japanese. 
Computers  
CMP101 Office Data Processing

This course teaches students how to use PowerPoint, Excel and Access through lectures and practicals so that students can create and manage PowerPoint presentations and reports, as well as accounting and other personal data.  

CMP102 Web Authoring
This course teaches students the basic knowledge necessary to utilize the Internet and understand HTML and the software for web production and web graphic image production. Students will learn some of the basic design techniques for producing web pages, animations and multimedia and practice them on a computer. Students will also learn how to create a homepage through practice. 
CMP103 Computer Programming

This course provides an introduction to computer programming and covers the basic structure, grammar and meaning of the C language. Students will learn the basic techniques, theories and designs pertaining to programming. 
CMP104 Computer Programming for Science Computations
This course aims to have students develop their programming capacity in order to solve problems related to engineering and the natural sciences. Designed for beginners in computer programming, this course introduces the concept, design, and embodiment of programming and focuses on the scientific and engineering programming languages. The topics covered in this course include: 
- The MATLAB environment. 
- Scientific and engineering computation using MATLAB.
-How to use the MATLAB programming language.
Physical Education 
PE111 Tennis 1

Students will learn basic tennis techniques and how to apply them in practice. Students will learn the rules of tennis and practice technique.  
PE112 Tennis 2

Please refer to the course description of Tennis 1. 

PE101 Taekwondo

This course teaches students some of the basic techniques of Taekwondo in order to enable them to defend themselves whenever and wherever they face unexpected threats of violence. Since self-defense techniques, such as taekwondo, cannot be learnt overnight, professional training on a regular basis is required in order to protect our neighbors and friends as well as ourselves. Learning Taekwondo helps students to cultivate a sense of commitment to society. 
PR102 Swimming

This course allows students to overcome their fear of the water 
and stay healthy both physically and mentally by learning to swim. Students will learn various swimming styles, including freestyle, breaststroke and butterfly. 

PE105 Aerobic Exercise and Jazz Dance
Aerobic exercise is a form of physical exercise that improves oxygen consumption by the body. This course covers both the theory and practice of aerobic exercise in order to strengthen the lungs and heart and improve the body’s ability to use oxygen. 
PE106 Skiing
This course covers some of the basic skiing techniques along with safety skills and etiquette. This intensive skiing course evaluates students on the basis of skiing skills, safety skills and thesis. A skiing and snowboarding camp program runs during the winter break.  

GEX102 Principle and Practice of Dahn Hak 
Dahn Hak is a traditional Korean physical and mental practice that enriches human life and improves the health by facilitating the flow of energy throughout the body. Dahn Hak can be learned by anyone, man or woman, young or old, and in any place, since it focuses mainly on breathing exercises. This course covers the principle of Dahn Hak through brain respiration, meditation, hypogastric breathing, energy circulation and physical exercises. 
Military Science
The military science courses were designed to allow junior and senior ROTC cadets to gain the basic military knowledge and experience necessary to enable them to become the military experts of the future. The following is a list of the courses being offered. 

- MIL301 Military Science 1 (3+0)

- MIL302 Military Science 2 (0+3)

- MIL401 Military Science 3 (3+0)

- MIL402 Military Science 4 (0+3)
Liberal Arts Courses 
MATH100 Introductory Calculus

As a preliminary course for Mathematics 1, Introductory Calculus covers some of the basic calculus, such as trigonometric functions, complex numbers, space figures and differential and integral calculus, which was covered in high school science courses. 

PHYS100 Introductory Physics

This is a foundation course for those humanities and social sciences students who did not learn physics in high school but want to major in engineering. It covers the fundamental concepts of physics without much emphasis on mathematical expression. 

CHEM100 Introductory Chemistry

This is a foundation course for those students who have no background in chemistry yet wish to study chemistry. It aims to cover the fundamental concepts of chemistry and stimulate student interest towards more in-depth study in the future. 
BIOL100 Introductory Biology
This is a foundation course for those students who have no background in biology yet wish to study bioscience, medicine and other natural sciences in college. Students who have completed this course will be able to take Biology 1 or 2. In this course, students will learn the basic concepts of cell biology and heredity and physiology and then proceed to learn about sex, immunity, bioscience, cloning, genes, cancer and aging, among others. 
Korean Language
*These courses in Korean language are offered exclusively to foreign students and thus are not open to Korean students.  
HAN101 Beginning Korean Language 1 

This course was designed for foreign students with no prior knowledge of the Korean language. Students will learn the Korean alphabet, basic vocabulary and grammar. It also helps students understand Korean culture by teaching basic everyday expressions that can be used for greetings and introductions, shopping, dining out and using public transportation.   

HAN102 Beginning Korean Language 2

This course builds on Beginning Korean Language 1 by enhancing the capacity of students to perform basic social activities through the use of basic Korean vocabulary and phrase structures. It also helps students better understand Korean culture by teaching Korean vocabulary and phrases pertaining to various topics, such as the weather, hobbies, life, telephones, tourism, directions, the post office, house chores, and the like. 
HAN201 Intermediate Korean Language 1

This course aims to enable students to enhance their skills in Korean conversation by practicing short conversations and reading short sentences. 

HAN202 Intermediate Korean Language 2 
This course enhances the conversational proficiency of those students who completed the introductory Korean courses. 
Advanced Reading in Korean
 

Open to the students who have completed HAN 101, 102, 202 and 202, or have passed the level 4 Korean Proficiency Test, this course covers advanced Korean reading and writing. 
Social Work 
SERV101 Introduction to Social Work 
This course covers the basic concepts and practice of social work and strengthens a student’s sense of commitment to social work and social responsibility. In this course, students will explore the modern meaning of social work and examine the organizations and institutions related to social work, the major targets of social work (children, youth, seniors and people with physical disabilities) and the methods of social work.  

SERV111-112 Social Work Practicum 1 and 2 
These courses teach students to understand and practice social work in order to strengthen their sense of responsibility and leadership. Each student in these classes will be asked to join a volunteer 28 hour per semester work program run or acknowledged by social welfare centers, medical centers, social work-related institutions or the social work center at Ajou University.  
SERV211 Social Work Program Development
 
This course covers both the theory and practice of social work, voluntary service management and adjustment and fund raising, thus enabling students to learn some of the basic knowledge associated with social work, social work management, fund raising and the development of social work programs. Other course topics include: 

 -Global trends in social work.
-Prerequisites for the formulation of a social work plan.
-The characteristics of social workers and the strategies for recruiting social workers. 
-Voluntary service management and adjustment. 
-Strategies for nonprofit fund raising. 

-Social work program development (practice).
-The formulation of social work program assessments (practice).
-Creating a proposal (practice).
 [Prerequisite courses] theory of social work, social work practicum 1 and/or 2 (or equivalent social work experience)

[Other requisites] permission from a professor 
SERV212 Social Work Leadership
 This course enables students to train and manage volunteer workers, run social work programs, and operate a social work program developed by “planning of social work.” It also examines detailed action plans and seeks ways to secure program resources (recruitment of volunteers and fund raising activities). 
Others 
AJOU102 Ajou Lecture Series 1-2

Each department and division at Ajou University offers various high-quality special lectures. However, the students of other departments or divisions are not always well informed of such lectures and, accordingly, have little access to them. Even if special lectures are offered, many students can not attend the lectures due to their tight schedules. Ajou University College provides students with a high-quality liberal arts education by inviting well-known, respectable figures to participate in the Ajou Special Lecture Series as part of the regular curriculum. Students will earn credit hours by attending the lectures. The lectures will help students expand their horizons as global citizens, better understand various cultures, expose themselves to cutting-edge knowledge in various fields and find their role models, among others benefits.

Students will receive a pass/fail grade based on lecture attendance and two short papers on the lectures.  
KOR201 Speech and Discussion
This course aims to enhance students’ capacity to deliver their opinions and ideas effectively and to accommodate other people’s ideas in order to draw an ideal conclusion from a group project. In this course, students will learn how to reach a conclusion based on creative thinking and group thinking. They will work in groups to give a presentation on a given topic or any topic they choose for class discussion. 
KOR202 Chinese Writing in Everyday Life 

This course covers the Chinese characters that are used in everyday life. It also helps students understand and appreciate the core ideas of major Chinese classics, including the Lun-yü (Analects) and Ta-hsüeh (Great Learning), and the Works of Mencius. 

GEX103 Chorus

In this course, students will learn about diverse choral music ranging from Renaissance masses to modern Korean works, along with some basic vocal techniques and rhythmic and harmonic skills. Students will also learn dramatic music (musical) and have an opportunity to find their inner Broadway singer. 
Moral Reasoning
 This course aims to train students to think philosophically while examining how moral judgments are made, justified and assessed. It focuses on analyzing the moral dilemmas and conflicts we face in everyday life and seeks ways to solve them. In this course, students will build their capacity to re-establish their moral value systems and understand the moral implications of various conflicts at home and abroad.  
GEX101 Pansori: Theory and Performance

This course is an introduction to pansori, a traditional Korean performing art, in terms of its vocals, performance styles and musical characteristics. In this course, students will gain basic knowledge of traditional Korean art, in general, while learning how to sing pansori. 

GEX108 Theory and Practice of Life Revival

GEX107 Understanding Korean Traditional Food

This course examines the characteristics of traditional Korean food and its significance. It focuses on traditional Korean fermented food, such as kimchi and soybean pastes (doenjang and cheonggukjang), liquor and grain, along with local native dishes. 
GEX106 Self-development & Job Research 1

Designed for freshman, sophomore and junior students, this course helps students make the right career choice through self-development. It helps students build the capacity to cope actively with social change and builds self-confidence towards becoming a competent professional in their chosen career. 
Self-development and Job Research 2 

Designed for junior and senior students, this course aims to enable students to explore career options and prepare themselves for the chosen career paths through self-development. In this manner will they successfully join the workforce upon graduation. 

HUM115 The Essentials of Good Parenting

This course provides students with an opportunity to realize the importance of parenting, gain the basic knowledge, information and techniques necessary for a successful marriage and child rearing. In this parenting preparatory course, students as future parents and spouses will explore various topics, including the motives for parenting, child rearing in the East in comparison with that in the West, the role of the father in comparison with that of the mother, communication with children, child rearing techniques, the significance of the home environment, divorce and single parenting, and the like.   

PHIL123 Thinking and Learning Strategies

The intellectuals preferred by modern society are not those who have a lot of knowledge but those who pursue the knowledge they want and create knowledge through creative thinking. This course enhances student capacity to learn and think in a manner suited to college education. Students will also formulate personalized thought and learning strategies through practice. 
HUM116 Human Development and Learning
This course intends to enable students 1) to learn what we know, 2) to reflect what we don’t know in the field of human development and learning, and 3) to explore how we may apply what we know to educational and daily practices. The primary focus of this course will be to enhance the level of students’ familiarity with the theories, up-to-date research findings, research methods, and the current issues in human development and learning.

PBA113 Real Estate and Economical Activities

This course teaches students to realize the importance of real estate, both in the public and private sectors, and to learn how economic subjects should utilize and manage their limited real estate resources to achieve their goals. In this course, students will learn basic knowledge in real estate-related areas, such as real estate investment, banking, market analysis, real estate brokerage, and the like. 
ENV101 Future Society and Standards
This course gives an overview of environmental standardization and the various types of standardization at home and abroad. In this course, students will learn from experts in standardization and visit standardization-related exhibitions or businesses to gain an insight into what Korea should do to keep up with the trends in advanced countries. 
WS102 Women’s Leadership

This course examines the lives and activities of the leaders who have devoted their lives to the enhancement of a woman’s position in a patriarchal society. It also explores the origin and nature of the subordinate positioning of women in various realms of Korean society and discusses the strategies and programs that can develop talented women for leadership roles.  
SoC102 Psychology of Interpersonal Relationship
This course attempts to understand “scientifically” the various interpersonal relationships in everyday life by surveying the psychological principles and empirical studies on human relations and exploring “scientific” interpersonal relationships. It introduces various psychological theories for human relationships and the types of human relationships in order to analyze and improve human relationships. In this course, students will attempt to understand their own relationships with others and seek ways to improve them. 
ART116 Art songs of the world 

This course introduces art songs from various nations, including Korea. Students will learn the history of art songs and study the lyrics and vocal styles, while singing in class. Students will explore the musical expression of the lyrics, the relationship between the melody and the accompaniment and the cultural contexts of the art songs being studied. 
WS104 Women’s Career DevelopmentⅠ
This course offers female students, who have not yet made a decision on their career paths, the opportunity to explore themselves and their career options by providing a battery of career-related tests and information. It also encourages female students to prepare for their career, while in college, by helping them to draw up plans for their schoolwork and the possible careers in their major areas. 
WS104 Women’s Career Development Ⅱ
This course is designed for students who have completed the Women’s Career Development I course. Here, students study the theoretical aspects of women’s economic activities, the equal employment policies between men and women and gather career-related information. It also helps students formulate their career development plans and to prepare for a successful career by writing eye catching resumes and auto-biographies, as well as sharpening their business skills. Students will be asked to fulfill work-related group projects. 
SoC117 Couples in Contemporary Society

This course asks questions about what we mean by healthy relationships for couples in modern society, how healthy couples are formed and what healthy couples should pursue. In this course, students will examine various psychological, sexual and emotional issues in human relationships and analyze the interviews of various couples for in-class discussion.
SCI115 Inventions and Patents
Businesses in advanced countries are making all out efforts to gain a head start over their rivals in securing intellectual property rights and utilizing them in this era of unbridled competition. Intellectual property rights encompass patents, utility models, trademarks and designs and copyrights. This course covers the major theories and practices of intellectual property rights and the basic knowledge related to intellectual property rights, such as the management and protection of intellectual property rights at home and abroad, filing a patent application, prior art searches, and the like. 
Property and Family and Law 

This course examines property-related legal issues as they pertain to individuals and family members. The financial relationships between individuals are based on various contracts and financial transactions, security, guaranteed transactions and damages. The financial relationships between family members are based on marriage and divorce, parental authority, adoption, inheritance, and the like. This course explores the logical approaches to the various legal conflicts that arise between individuals and family members and their solutions. Students will learn about the civil trial procedure by observing civil trials at a nearby courthouse. 
LAW112 Civil Law in Life

This course presents an overview of civil law in order to help students who are preparing for law school or various national exams, as well as law students. This course consists mainly of online lectures that present various animated civil cases in order to boost student interest in law and participation in class activities through quizzes.  
KOR102 Norms of the Korean language in daily life

This course covers practical Korean language and writing knowledge. It examines the principle Hunmin Jeongeum, the significance of the Korean alphabet and the four regulations of the Korean language. In this course, students will learn how to write Korean clearly and accurately based on their knowledge of Korean grammar, vocabulary and linguistic etiquette, which will form a successful career cornerstone.  
GEX302 Understanding Medium Enterprises  

Medium enterprises refer to relatively small enterprises with 300-999 employees and a turnover of 40 billion ~ 1 trillion won. This course aims to encourage students who tend to make career decisions based on the size of a company or have not yet chosen a career path to broaden their horizons when making career decisions and to find jobs more effectively by gaining fresh insight into medium-sized companies. In this course, students will attend lectures given by the CEOs of medium-sized companies and gain information on the companies, in terms of their vision and recruitment. Students will also have an opportunity to give a presentation about the companies in front of the CEOs of said companies. 
Teacher Training Courses 
Course Descriptions 
TEA214 Principles of Education

As an introduction to education, this course covers the concepts and nature of education, theoretical approaches to education as an academic discipline and the realms of education, among others. It examines the conceptual, historical, philosophical, social and psychological foundation of education, teaching and learning processes, methodologies, assessment, educational technology, counseling, teacher training and teaching as a career. This course will give students knowledge about educational policy and will enhance their capacity to understand the nature of education, think critically and develop the right mindset for education. 

TEA213 Educational Methodology and Educational Technology

There is a growing demand for research in scientific education and educational technology. As it is critical to adopt new educational systems and methodologies, such as cyber education and credit banks in an information society, this course discusses the efficacy of various educational methodologies and the development of educational software. 
TEA231 Research of English Textbooks and Teaching Methodologies 
The English language is the most powerful communications tool in this age of globalization. As a result, many Koreans try very hard to learn English for their careers or for academic purposes. Such a demand for English skills has led Koreans to pay attention to effective learning or teaching methods for mastering the English language. The field of teaching English as a Foreign Language (TEFL) is a professional activity that requires specialized training. The fact that someone speaks English as a native language does not qualify that person to teach it―especially to those who are learning English as an additional language. TEFL differs from English instruction by native speakers in that its primary focuses are language and cultural practices in English-speaking countries, as opposed to English literature. This course covers key theoretical and practical topics in English learning and teaching. Teaching methods, textbook analysis, acquisition/learning processes, and recent empirical studies on relevant topics will be introduced for a better understanding of TEFL.

TEA232 Research of French Textbooks and Teaching Methodologies 

Changes in the theory of foreign language education have affected the concept and goal of foreign language education significantly. The development of linguistics has shed new light on our conception of what language is and does, and ever-increasing international exchange has made foreign language education indispensible for survival in this global era. For the last 30 years, the methodology of French teaching and learning has undergone radical change. However, it is inevitable that teaching methods should reflect the goals and context of foreign language education. Also, foreign language education should consider the reality of Korean high school education, which is geared solely toward the college entrance exam. This course examines the various factors affecting French education, such as the number of students, teaching materials, teacher’s competence, students’ learning capacity, motivation for learning French, credit hours, and the like. 
TEA221 Educational Philosophy and Educational History

This course examines the history and philosophical foundation of education in the East and West for more efficient education. The topics covered in this course include: 
-The significance of studies in educational history and philosophy. 
-A comparison of the history and philosophy of education in each historical period (from ancient to modern times) in the East (particularly Korea) and the West.
-A survey of the major ideas of educational philosophy. 
-An analysis of the educational ideas and visions of the major Korean and foreign educational philosophers for the establishment of Korea’s educational paradigms.
TEA222 Sociology of Education 

As an interdisciplinary course in education and sociology, this course aims to enhance student understanding and analysis of educational phenomena and problems from sociological perspectives and to find alternative solutions to these problems. The topics covered in this course include: 

-Human relationships in education and society and the social function of education.
-Social structure and education: social changes and education/social class/education and inequality.
-Diverse paradigms of the sociology of education/functionalist paradigm/conflict theory and paradigm/hermeneutic paradigm/alternative paradigm of the new sociology of education. 

-Issues pertaining to the sociology of education/fervor for education and educational competition/ college entrance exams/educational gaps/feminism and education/crisis in public education/multiple teachers’ organizations and conflicts in education/changes in the trends of college education and the crisis of regional colleges/the private educational market and the cost of private education/opening of the educational market and globalization/immigration for education and children studying abroad.
-The prospects and visions for postmodern education/ alternative education and learning/the sociology of educational reform.   
TEA223 Educational Psychology

This course aims to give students an understanding and explanation of the various educational phenomena found in schools from a psychological perspective. In this course, students will learn the behavioral,, moral and intellectual characteristics of students in each developmental process, the teaching and counseling methodologies and the various approaches to student counseling. 
TEA224 Educational Administration and School Management

School education is a gigantic and complex web of phenomena. Over one fourth of people participate directly in school education, and the quality of school education is a key factor that determines personal and social competitiveness. The purpose of this course is to solve the problems associated with school education and to enhance the quality of the educational services by learning about the financial and administrative aspects of school education. To that end, this course systematically analyzes the Korean educational system (national, local governments and individual schools) and examines the various theories of school organization, leadership and school management. 
Introduction to Special Education

As a compulsory teacher training course, this course aims to help students understand gifted students and students with physical disabilities. In accordance with the growing number of students with special needs being integrated with non-disabled students in regular schools, teachers now have more opportunities to teach students with special needs, along with non-disabled students. This course aims to help students better understand students with special needs and integrated education and will enhance their capacity to teach gifted students and students with special needs, along with non-disabled students, in an integrated classroom, by learning various teaching strategies.  
Teacher Preparation for Student Management
 
This course prepares budding teachers to perform non-teaching duties in school. It introduces the various roles and duties teachers should perform, such as the management of the school register, school reports and school documents, in addition to student management. 
Teaching Practicum 

This course provides students with the opportunity to practically apply the knowledge gained from their major areas and educational theory to the teaching of students for four weeks. Students will experience teaching by observing and teaching classes and performing non-teaching duties. Students will also learn the role of a student teacher and attend special lectures on teaching given by experienced teachers before they start teaching as student teachers.  
PHIL117 Introduction to Philosophy

The purpose of studying philosophy is not to gain knowledge of the philosophical ideas of certain philosophers or other philosophy-related areas but to learn how to think philosophically. This course focuses on finding the goal and methodology of philosophy as a discipline that pursues truth and an understanding of the meaning of life. 
Volunteering in Education 

This course enables students to learn the basics of volunteer work in education. Students will work in kindergartens, elementary schools, junior high schools, high schools and special schools for over 60 hours as extra-curricular teachers, teacher assistants, escorts, assistants for disabled students, tutors for students lagging behind and volunteers in welfare centers for people with physical disabilities.   

Guidance and Counseling 

This course deals with the theory and practice of school counseling. Students will learn the basic concepts of counseling, the role of counseling in cultivating a child’s character in school and the basic techniques of counseling. 
Educational Curriculum 

This course covers the basic principles of curricula and curriculum components for the construction of a curriculum. Students will learn the present school curriculum and discuss the major topics and problems with the curriculum. Students will also analyze various curriculum models and develop the capacity to design a new curriculum. 
Educational Evaluation
 

This course covers the basic concepts and theories of educational evaluation and the role and significance of educational evaluation. It intends to cultivate students’ capacity to set a goal of assessment, choose the data collecting method, and to interpret and utilize the assessment results.   

Liberal Studies Major 

The liberal studies major at Ajou University is a program that allows students to maximize their opportunity to explore various majors. Liberal studies students, who were admitted as humanities and engineering majors, are enrolled in University College upon their admission to the university. The freshman students in liberal studies are required to take courses in the majors they wish to pursue under the supervision of a liberal studies professor for a year. They can also take advantage of the mentoring program (peer mentors and counselors) in University College with respect to their college life and the academic system.
